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All properties or funds belonging to Grace Presbytery, now owned or hereafter acquired, are merely tools for the accomplishment of the mission of Jesus Christ in the world. They shall be held, used or disposed of by Grace Presbytery, solely in furtherance of its mission and ministry and the accomplishment of the Great Ends of the Church, upon recommendation of the Presbytery Council/Executive Committee, and subject to the usual budgeting practices and procedures of the Presbytery, including approval of the annual budget by the Presbytery. In the case of property or investments acquired with endowment funds restricted by the donor as to use or disposition, the restrictions imposed by the donor shall be honored.

The stated wishes of a dissolving congregation as to the use of any properties of that congregation, or any proceeds from the disposition of any such properties, and any recommendation of the Administrative Commission involved in the dissolution of the congregation, shall be respectfully considered by the Presbytery, but the ultimate decision as to the use shall be made by the Presbytery, upon recommendation of the Presbytery Council, and consistently with the purposes described above.
